Topic: (in Japanese) Western Books Formerly Held by the Nankai Library in the Collection of the
National Diet Library

Lecturer: Mr. Tetsuro Kudo (Member of the IAML Japan Branch)

Summary: Established in 1898 (Meiji 31) by Tokugawa Yorisada of the Kishu Tokugawa family, the
Nankai Bunko remained one of Japan’s leading libraries until its closure in 1924 (Taisho 13) due to
its active operations.

Currently, the former holdings of the Nankai Bunko are housed in the University of Tokyo General
Library, with music-related materials accessible to the public as the “The Nankai Music Library” at
the Wakayama Prefectural Library and Museum. However, recent research has revealed that a
considerable number of Nankai Bunko’s former holdings are held by institutions other than these.
In this meeting, the lecturer will report on Western-language books formerly held by the Nankai
Bunko that were recently discovered at the National Diet Library. The lecture will cover the
circumstances of the discovery, research methods, the current state and significance of the
materials, and prospects for cataloging them.
